Situation 2: Parks X, Y, and Z are open space areas without any
structures to serve as protection from tornadoes.

Sample HMAP Recommendations:
Install a safe room at each of these parks.

Install tornado/emergency weather

warning system at parks.
Educate the public on how to respond to

the warning system.

The following are NOT HMAP
Recommendations:
Send City staff to parks to warn of bad

weather.
Cleanup debris from fallen trees.




ple — Severe Winter Storm

Situation 3: The city typically experiences two severe winter storms
every year.

Sample HMAP Recommendations:

 Ensure all bridges and overpasses are marked with
“may ice in cold weather” signs.

 Purchase road de-icing equipment and supplies.

* Initiate a year-round tree trimming program for all
trees along electric power lines.

The following are NOT HMAP Recommendations:

Open emergency facility to house those without
power.

Send out emergency personnel to respond to
vehicles stuck in ice.

Repair downed power lines.
