Residents of Highlands Creek are invited to two
public meetings in August and October 2002.
The purpose of the first meeting will be for the
homeowners to review the progress of the
project at the 50% design mark, and provide
any comments concerning the proposed
improvements.  The creek material selection
and the mitigation plan will be presented.
Additionally, an update on the Corps of
Engineers permitting process will be presented.

The second meeting will provide the residents
with additional detailed information regarding
the proposed improvements and an updated
construction schedule.

The model also took into account past
homeowner feedback and concepts developed
during the preliminary planning and design phase
of the project.  This model represents the
proposed channel design with respect to water
depth and velocity.

The construction documents are currently being
developed in preparation for the application
submittal to the Corps of Engineers in July 2002.
